	LIM College General Application due November 1st of prior year.  All materials plus $250 deposit due at that time.

	Selecting Courses
	Completed course registration forms will need to be filled out and given to the LIM College Study Abroad Office.  Please check course listings provided by LIM College Study Abroad Office, or the AUR website, www.aur.edu, for most current course listings prior to selecting courses. Registrations will be processed in the order received. Students must register for a minimum of 6 credit hours. Please list your two chosen courses and the 2 alternates in order of preference. In the event of closed classes, you will be registered into the alternate courses so please provide alternates that correspond to the same areas of discipline as your core choices. If no alternates are provided, your registration process could be delayed. Please check for class conflicts both for core courses and alternates. Also please note pre-requisites for each course and special comments as specified on AUR’s official course offering list for the semester that will be provided to students.

	Housing 
	AUR does not offer on-campus dormitory accommodation. However, they do have university-facilitated housing off-campus.  In order to secure accommodation students should apply via the Housing Application available in the LIM College Study Abroad Office as soon as they are nominated to attend AUR.  Students electing university-facilitated housing are placed in furnished apartments in areas surrounding the university campus. The apartments are located in traditional, well established neighborhoods. This housing is well suited for students looking for a "full immersion" cultural experience. While apartments are standardized in terms of basic amenities, they can vary greatly in terms of both proximity to the university and aesthetics. Students must understand that university housing is Italian by nature in every way, including but not limited to its structure, surroundings, utilities and utility providers, furnishings, building maintenance and repairs, construction, neighbors and common rules of good neighbor etiquette.

There is generally only one (or a small number of) student apartment unit(s) per building and neighboring residents are typical Italian families who own their apartments. Most apartments have 2-3 bedrooms, lounge, kitchen and bathroom. Bedrooms are typically double-occupancy.  Students can request a specific roommate or can be placed with a roommate by AUR. 

	Health Insurance 

	All students must submit proof to the Study Abroad Office that they are covered overseas by their current health insurance provider. 

	Living costs 

	Summer 2011 costs - $4350 per student. This rate covers on site orientation, tuition for two courses (6 credit hours), housing, and campus access and student life support services. It does not cover travel or meals. 
BREAKOUT costs – On site orientation $125,tuition $2675, Housing $1275 and campus access/support $275
Additional Costs: 

· Food -  350 euro 

· Public Transportation - 30 euro 

· Excursions - 250 Euro per

· Books/supplies  -  euro 50
