• Must be at least a junior at time of exchange

	Application Information
	LIM College General Application due February 1st of prior year for Spring Semester exchange. All materials plus $250 deposit due at that time.

	Selecting Courses
	Students must take 52.5 – 60 UK credits (generally 4 courses). 7.5 ECTS credits = approximately 4 US credits. Expect approximately 3 hours of class time per week per course. Courses are graded out of 100%. 

Students can only take classes in the school or subject area covered by the exchange agreement. For LIM College students, this is courses in the school of Media and Art Design (MAD) on the Harrow Campus. Students must meet with their Academic Advisor to go over these courses and decide on a study plan. 

The University aims to register students in advance for the classes listed on their application form. Final registration happens during Orientation Week.

	Health Insurance 

	Students registered for courses in the UK for a course of study of 6 months or more are entitled to primary medical care provided by the National Health Service (NHS). If you are on a course of less than 6 months’ duration, you are not entitled to primary medical care. However, any overseas visitor is entitled to emergency or immediately required treatment. The NHS charges for medicines, spectacles and eye care, and dental treatment. In addition, the NHS does not cover repatriation to your home country. It is therefore in the students’ best interest to ensure that they have adequate medical insurance
before coming to the UK.

All students must submit proof to the LIM Study Abroad Office that they are covered overseas by their current health insurance provider.

	Students pay LIM College tuition for the semester abroad.  Students are responsible for their own transportation to and from London and the United States.

	Student Visa

	Students will be required to have a visa to study for the semester. Students must have a valid passport that expires no sooner than 6 months past the end of the exchange experience to apply for the visa.
